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These 4 cuties have just come into foster care. Some of the more than 300 cats that DCH will rescue this year. 
Their outlook looks good now they’ve been rescued but for thousands of other kittens their future isn’t so bright.

Abandoned by
his original owners Flynn has now gone onto a loving new home thanks to one of the DCH 
foster carers who spotted him and saved him from the pound.

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Toby was one of a litter of 7 
puppies rescued by DCH in 
2010. Abandoned at such a 
young age, he blossomed in 
foster care and has gone onto 
a great new home in Sydney.

Thousands of animals, that 
were once someones 
pet end up in the pound. 
Some are claimed but many 
are left behind, abandoned.”
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Tabby cat Martha was dumped at the pound with a litter of kittens. She looked after them very well, and even ended up adopting other 
younger kittens who also needed a mum. After her kittens were rehomed, Martha was adopted by her foster carer. Now she likes noth-
ing better than lazing about in the sun enjoying her ‘forever home’ and making sure that any new fosters know who’s the boss!

“Kittens can reach sexual maturity at 3 months 
of age. So don’t wait to desex your 
cat or your kitten could end up having kittens 
of her own!” DCH
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Casper - orphaned Brumby yearling. He’s stunted due to malnutrition early 
on in life, but is now quickly catching up both in weight and cheekiness.

Many unwanted 
horses end up 
being sold for 
dog food . At 
the ‘knackery’ , 
horses are sent 
through the yards 
and processed 
together with pigs, 
cows and sheep.
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His carer met Oliver at the pound when she was there to pick up another cat. “I went there 
and saw this plucky little guy walking back and forth in his water bowl to catch SOMEONES 
attention. I asked to get him out of his cage and he jumped into my arms and purred instantly. 
I knew I had to save this cat, and he hasn’t disappointed me.” Oliver is an outstanding cat just 
waiting for a home of his own to come along.

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Pearl and Wolfie are 2 pups surrendered to DCH after their owner was selling 
them for $10 each in the paper. The result of an accidental litter, these pups 
are now looking for loving forever homes.

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Cooper, Sylvester and Penny were born in foster care after their mother, Holly, was 
rescued from Renbury Farm Animal Shelter heavily pregnant. Some of the first kittens 
to be born to “kitten season” 2010, they are  playful, inquisitive little babies who are 
going to make some adoptive families very happy in the years to come.

Saved from going to the meatworks by DCH who 
acquired him from the horse sales. Milo has now found a permanent home with a DCH carer.
Gypsie - aged Throughbred mare, she has the sweetest nature of all our horses. Gypsie 
was rescued from a situation of neglect. A DCH carer noticed her starving in a paddock and 
convinced the owners to surrender her. Gypsie is available for rehoming.

Horses become vict ims of    
neglect due to inexperienced 
horse owners or owners losing 
interest and not maintaining the 
welfare of their horse. 
A horse is for life.
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Bessie and her sister Daisy, both Bull Mastiffs, were the only survivors of a litter of 
6. The others died shortly after birth following complications brought on by the age 
of the mother. The puppies were surrendered to DCH and as a result of our involve-
ment, both parents are now de-sexed and the puppies found forever homes.
Teal’c the black Staffie was rescued by our Photographer from a pet shop were he 
was found malnourished, infested with mites and about to be put down. Now he  is 
working as a studio assistent, showing the other animals how to model.
